Purpose

To support and encourage highly motivated graduate students who are pursuing a career in public affairs, government relations, or lobbying. 

Eligibility Requirements

1. Students must be accepted for admission to a graduate degree program at a participating university. For a list of participating universities, visit www.bryceharlow.org. Students attending a different university who meet all other criteria may email the Foundation to be considered for the fellowship.

2. Applicants must plan to enroll in part-time graduate studies for credit at the participating university for at least two semesters of the next academic year.

3. Students who are accepted to an accredited graduate program but have not yet started their first year are allowed to apply for the fellowship.

4. Applicants must demonstrate an interest and strong ability for a career in public affairs, government relations or lobbying. 

5. Applicants must be U.S. citizens.
Funds Awarded

Students are selected to receive a $6,000 scholarship, paid directly to the university in two installments over the course of one academic year. 

Post-Scholarship Opportunities
Bryce Harlow Foundation Scholars are encouraged to remain active in the Foundation after graduation. Scholars are invited to annual dinners, career and networking events, “People You Should Know” luncheon series, and much more. Scholars also have access to mentors in the public affairs, government relations, and lobbying professions during and after their scholarship.
